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INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the bumper and bumper fasteners. Set aside for later 
reinstallation.  
2. Hold the PS Sideplate (1) up against the PS frame of the 
truck, aligning it to the three existing holes from the truck frame.  
Re-use existing bolts from these three holes.

3. Repeat step number 2 for DS Sideplate (1).
4. Install the Pushbar (2) between the two Sideplates using eight 
5/8" screws (8) and eight flange nuts (13).  A 1/8" spacer (7) is 
needed in between the Pushbar and Side Plate.  The center line 
of the push bar Cross Pin should be approximately 11" from the 
level ground.  It may be necessary to notch the bumper to clear 
room for the pushbar height adjustment.

6. Repeat for DS Rear Brace bracket (4).
7. Install the PS Short Arm (5) onto the Side Plate (1) using two 
1/2" bolts, nuts and washers.  Attach the opposite end to the 
Cross member of the truck using a pair of 1/2" bolts, nuts, and 
washers.

8. Repeat for the DS Short Arm bracket (6).
9. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart.  Check and re-
torque all fasteners after 5 hours of usage to ensure safe plow 
operation.  Ensure all coolant lines and wires are clear from 
moving or hot components.

5. Install the PS Rear Brace (3) onto the Pushbar (1) using two 
5/8" bolts and nuts.  Secure the back of the bracket onto the 
back part of the Frame aligning to the bottom metric bolts.  
Reuse the existing nuts to secure it to the frame.  Attach two 
more 5/8" bolts to the frame of the truck using the existing holes 
of the truck.  For some early models, it is necessary to drill the 
two holes here.  Secure them with two 5/8" nuts.  
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WARNING
• DO NOT under any circumstances disable, remove or relocate any sensors or components related to the operation of the air 
bags.
