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INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the front bumper, bumper fasteners, and skid plate. Set aside for later reinstallation.
2. Remove the tow hooks (if your vehicle option is equipped with them).

3. Hold the PS Side Plate Bracket (3) up against the passenger side frame rail, aligning with the existing
hole in the bottom. Set it aside for now. Insert the Nut Plate (9) through the hole in the bottom. Re-align
the PS Side Bracket with Nut Plate hole.

4, Secure the Bracket using one ¥2-13 x 1.5 Bolt (6) and one nut plate (9).

5. On the side of the frame, using the Bracket as a template, drill through three holes on both side of
the wall with @.531 diameter clearance. Then, drill through three holes 0.850 on one side of the frame.
Insert the three Tubing Spacers (7&8). Secure the Bracket using three ¥2-13 locknuts (10) and three flat
washers (5).

Note:
Drilling is done from the outside of the frame.

6. Repeat step 3 above for DS Bracket with one exception. Use the existing fasteners where the power
steering unit was held and the nut with handle (13) for the middle hole.

7. Mount the Pushbar (1) in place between the two side plates using eight ¥2-13x1-1/2 bolts (6) and eight
locknuts (10). The centerline of the pushbar crosspin should be approximately 9" to 10" from the ground.
Improper mounting height will result in uneven cutting edge wear.

8. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart. Check and re-torque all fasteners after 5 hours of usage to
ensure safe plow operation.

9. It may be helpful to route the plow and light control harnesses at this point, prior to bumper
reinstallation.

10. Reinstall the bumper/air dam assembly and skid plate. The bumper/air dam and skid plate may need
to be altered or omitted for reinstallation.
