INSTALLATION MANUAL
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INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the bumper and bumper fasteners. Set aside for later 
reinstallation.

2. Remove the "Blocker Beam" that is mounted between the frame 
horns. Disconnect the rubber air deflector from the blocker beam. 
Unbolt and remove the Blocker Beam and tow hooks from the truck 
frame. The tow hook mounting bolts will be reinstalled.

Note: The BlockerBeam must be reinstalled if the plow mount is 
removed, and must be transferred when the vehicle is sold or 
traded.

3. Hold the FORD Mount F250/350 passenger side [PS] plate (3) up 
against the frame, aligning with the existing bumper holes. Loosely 
install the two carriage bolts (14) and tighten them later when ready.

4. Attach the Upper Support Plate to the Side Plate [PS] (4) with two 
bolts (15). Using this item as template, drill two holes diameter 0.531" 
and fasten them with two locknuts (16).

7. Reinstall the sway-bar U-bracket over the bushing and install 
two ½-13 x 2" (15) hex head bolts through the top of the sway-bar 
bracket. The rear arm of the mount should fit over the U-bracket. 
Install two ½"-13 locknuts (16) from the bottom.

8. Attach the Mount rear bracket [PS] onto the main plate with two 
bolts and nuts. (step # 5-8 pic).

9. Hold the Mount rear bracket onto the frame and use it as a 
template to drill 2 holes 0.531". Install the ½"-13 x 1.5 bolts with lock 
nuts in the appropriate location.

10. Install the bumper mounting bracket as shown using ½ -13 x 1.5" 
bolts & the special welded bolts w/ handle (12).

11. Repeat step 3-9 for driver side installation.

12. Mount the pushbar in place in place between the two side plates 
using eight ½-13 x 1.5 bolts and eight ½ -13 locknuts. The centerline 
of the pushbar cross pin should be approximately 9" to 10" from 
the ground. The air dam of the vehicle may need to be altered to 
accommodate this height. Improper mounting height will result in 
uneven cutting edge wear.

13. It may be helpful to route the plow and light control harnesses at 
this point, prior to bumper re-installation.

14. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart. Check and re-torque 
all fasteners after 5 hours of usage to ensure safe plow operation. 
Ensure all coolant lines and wires are clear of the moving or hot 
components and tie up as necessary.

5. Remove and discard the two sway-bar bracket bolts and nut-clips 
from the sway-bar bracket (05-07 models).

6. Remove the sway-bar U-bracket and enlarge the holes diameter to 
0.531" (05-07 models).
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WARNING
• DO NOT under any circumstances disable, remove or relocate any sensors or components related to the operation of the 
air bags.
