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INSTRUCTIONS
1. Remove the existing tow hook bolts – these will not be reused. If 
necessary, remove the bumper and bumper fasteners.

2. Hold the PS SIDE MOUNT PLATE (2) against the frame, aligning 
with the existing tow hook holes. 

3. Keep the tow hook in place, loosely install one ½"-13x6" HEX 
HEAD BOLT (9) horizontally through the frame and tow hook. Loosely 
install an M12X40 BOLT (6) and M12 LOCKWASHER (7) through the 
bottom of the frame and into the existing tow hook. These are for 
alignment only – do not tighten.

4. It may be helpful to clamp the PS SIDE MOUNT PLATE in position 
if possible.

5. Using the rear holes in the PS SIDE MOUNT PLATE (2) as a tem-
plate, drill two ø.531" holes through the bottom of frame.

6. Remove the tow hook previously installed (optional).

7. Position the PS SIDE MOUNT PLATE (2) against the frame and 
secure using TWO ½"-13 HEX NUTS W/HANDLES (5) on the inside 
of the frame, TWO ½"-13X1-1/2" BOLTS (8) and TWO ½" LOCK 
WASHERS (10) from the bottom.

8. Reinstall front fasteners, ONE ½"-13X6" HEX HEAD BOLT (9) 
with ONE ½"-13 FLAT WASHER (11) and ONE ½"-13 LOCK NUT 
(12). Also reinstall ONE M12X40 HEX HEAD BOLT (6) and ONE M12 
LOCKWASHER (7).

9. Repeat steps 2-8 for the DS SIDE MOUNT PLATE.

10. Mount the PUSHBAR (1) in place between the two side plates 
using EIGHT ½"-13X1-1/2" HEX HEAD BOLTS (8) and EIGHT ½"-13 
LOCK NUTS (12). The centerline of the PUSHBAR CROSSPIN should 
be approximately 9" to 10" from the ground. The air dam of the 
vehicle may need to be altered to accommodate this height. Improper 
mounting height will result in uneven cutting edge wear.

11. Install the CEN-SUPPORT BRACKET (4) to the push bar using four 
½-13 bolts (8) and four locknuts (12). By holding up the part to the 
cross-member beam, drill out four 9/16" holes (if not already exist). 
Use the four ½-13 BOLT WITH HANDLES (13) and four locknuts to 
secure it onto the beam. You may have to loosen all fasteners in order 
to attach them. 

12. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart. Check and re-torque 
all fasteners after 5 hours of usage to ensure safe plow operation. 
Ensure all coolant lines and wires are clear of moving or hot compo-
nents and tie up as necessary.
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WARNING
• DO NOT under any circumstances disable, remove or relocate any sensors or components related to the operation of the 
air bags.
• Always follow the vehicle manufacturers' recommendations relating to snowplow installation.
• To comply with Federal Regulations and to assure a safe vehicle, the Front Gross Axle Weight Rating (FGAWR), Rear 
Gross Axle Weight Rating (RGAWR), and the Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GAWR) must not be exceeded at any time.
• Due to the variety of equipment that can be installed on this vehicle, it is necessary to verify that the Front Gross Axle 
Weight Rating (FGAWR), Rear Gross Axle Weight Rating (RGAWR), and the Gross Vehicle Weight Rating (GAWR) are not 
exceeded at any time. This may require weighing the vehicle and adding ballast as necessary. It may also limit payload 
capacity of the vehicle. It is the operator’s responsibility to verify that these ratings are not exceeded.

CAUTION
• Read all instructions prior to assembly
• It is critical that all fasteners be properly torqued for safe plow operation – see chart above.
• Fasteners should be retorqued after 5-8 hours of plow use
