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INSTRUCTIONS
1. It is recommended to remove the bumper temporarily for this project.
2. Remove the tow hooks, they will not be used.

3. Remove the nuts from the PS Bolt Plate. Install the PS Side Plate 
onto the double bolts.  Reinstall the two nuts just removed earlier.  
Install the long bolts (PN 3005140) provided in the lower holes.  
Secure these with the 1/2 fasteners provided.  Diesel vehicle may 
require thin spacers nut to avoid interference (see Fig. 2).

4. Look to the bottom of Fig 2, drill out two 1/2 inch holes to allow the 
1/2 bolt installation from the bottom.  Secure it with the nut on a stick 
and some washers.  The stick may have to be bent and twisted in 
order to match the holes you just drilled.
5. Repeat step number 3-4 for Driver Side Plate installation (see Fig.3).

6. Assemble the Pushbar between two Side Plates using eight 1.5" 
bolts provided. Adjust the push Bar up and down. The center line of 
the push bar Cross Pin should be approximately 9" to 10" from the 
level ground. The plastic extension from the bumper/air deflector may 
need to be removed or modified.

9" - 10" PUSH BAR CROSS PIN

7. Lower the swaybar from the bottom of the truck temporarily. Install 
the Swaybar Bracket (5) and re-attach the swaybar into place like a 
sandwich. Make sure to insert the Swaybar Spacer (18) up against 
the rubber toward the frame. Secure it with two new metric bolts (15). 
Connect the Rear Brace (1) to the Pushbar (2) and the Swaybar Bracket 
(5). Loosely, secure them together with four 1/2" fasteners. (see Fig 5)

8. Repeat for the DS Rear Arm Bracket.
9. Torque all fasteners as shown in the chart. Check and re-torque all 
fasteners after 5 hours of usage to ensure safe plow operation. Ensure 
all coolant lines and wires are clear from moving or hot components.
